Reading Notes:
* quick checks – written responses to 10 questions about the material taught, learned, and reviewed that week (can be done as a class activity with the grade being given based on SOL 5.1 – the student will listen, draw conclusions, and share responses in subject-related group learning activities (a) participate in and contribute to discussions across content areas (b) organize information to present reports of group activities (c) summarize information gathered in group activities)

** half unit quiz – 25 questions (written response, multiple choice, true/false, etc.) about material taught, learned, and reviewed during the weeks listed

*** elephant challenge – groups of students collectively complete a weekly quick check*, compare responses with responses of other groups in the class, and choose the best answer to place on the class quick check* (everyone will receive the grade earned on the class quick check*)

**** nine weeks’ test – variable number of questions (written response, multiple choice, true/false, etc.) about material taught, learned, and reviewed during the previous nine weeks
Writing Notes:

* OBJ - SOL 5.8 – The student will write for a variety of purposes: to describe, to inform, to entertain, and to explain (a) choose planning strategies for various writing purposes (b) organize information (c) demonstrate awareness of intended audience (d) use precise and descriptive vocabulary to create tone and voice (e) vary sentence structure (f) revise writing for clarity (g) use available technology to access information

** OBJ – SOL 5.9 – The student will edit writing for correct grammar, capitalization, spelling, punctuation, and sentence structure (a) use plural possessives (b) use adjective and adverb comparisons (c) identify and use interjections (d) use apostrophes in contractions and possessives (e) use quotation marks with dialogue (f) use commas to indicate interrupters and in the salutation and closing of a letter (g) use a hyphen to divide words at the end of a line (h) edit for clausal fragments, run-on sentences, and excessive coordination

*** benchmark writing – three times a year the student will be given the same writing prompt and the same amount of time with which to respond; the writing will not be graded, but will be assessed for progress by the county

**** writer’s notebook – composition notebook that the children use daily for thought writing and drafts of assignments (this notebook will go home EVERY NIGHT and be returned to be used in class EVERY DAY – there will be a daily check and work CAN NOT be done without it – NO EXCUSES)
